Parent / Cadet Information for Gliding Activities @ Netook Gliding Centre

Your cadet has requested to go Familiarization Gliding this coming weekend 
(Sunday October 9th) 


Some of the most commonly asked questions:
Who flies the gliders?  All glider flights are flown by qualified Glider Pilots, some are cadets some are officer staff, but all of them have been qualified and checked out by instructors prior to flights.  Depending on the qualifications of the glider pilot, some cadets will sit in the front seat of the glider, some in the back.  All cadets usually get the opportunity to control the glider at some point during their flight!

What should my cadet wear? Dress for the weather!  All cadets should dress appropriately in civilian clothing, dressing for inclement weather and being outdoors in the sun/wind all day.  Good running shoes are a must as is a hat!  We recommend the following : Toque, Ball cap, gloves, dressing in layers, good running shoes, sunscreen and a travel mug for hot chocolate and a water bottle as well!
Do they need to bring a lunch?  Spending money?  We provide lunch for all cadets and staff during the day.  The gliding centre staff have a small canteen where cadets can purchase pop/chips/chocolate bars.

When do they leave?  Why so early?  Generally the pick ups are 06:20 in Banff and 06:45 in Canmore at the Legion.  The drive to Netook is about 2.5 hours.  Netook Gliding Centre is located about 5 km north of the Town of Olds on the 2A highway.

How safe is it?  The gliding program is incredibly safe.  We cannot guarantee 100%, but the Netook Gliding centre is one of the busiest in Canada and one of the safest.  All the staff are professionals and have ample experience.  The field staff is one of the finest.  Cadets from 878 often volunteer at NGC after completing their gliding course and/or flying course.
